Open to: Anyone legally able to shoot CMP NMAR matches under CMP rules.
Sponsored By: Montana Rifle and Pistol Association. League Secretary is Matt Egloff.

Rules: Current NMAR rifle rules http://www.odcmp.com/CompetitionssfNMARGuide.pdf will govern.
Match targets must be numbered in one series for the entire league season. Competitors will fire
for record only once for every match and must declare this (fire on designated targets) before
firing a record score. No scores will be accepted after the final deadline. All firing must be
conducted under CMP Air rifle rules. Targets must be retained for 30 days after the end of the
league season. The league secretary may call for certain targets.

Entry & Registration Fees: Individual fees are $10 per shooter for any or all events. Make
checks payable to Matt Egloff. Individual Fees cover all matches and up to 5 award pins.
Additional award pins may be purchased if earned. You may shoot sporter, match, or AR-clone
categories, or any combination thereof for the one fee. You may shoot up to one match in each
event (1x20 standing, 3x20 half course, 3x10 sporter garand course), and in each air rifle class
(Sporter, Match, AR-Clone) each month. You may submit multiple scores each month.

Competitors/Clubs are responsible for obtaining official targets from CMP or other vendors.

Bulletins: Match bulletins will be emailed to each club secretary at the conclusion of the league.
Score sheets: Submit scores to your club secretary. The club secretary (or individual if shooting
alone) will record all scores and submit the scores to the league secretary within seven days after
the score deadline date.
