Tonight we celebrate what our 
founders dreamed of In 1903; we celebrate 
all that marksmanship leaders and partfd· 
pants have built In 100 yeBrs and we cele­
brate the exciting challenge of striving to 
realize our new vision In the next century. 

The National Hatches and the Ovllian Marks· 
manshlp Program have become great Ameri· 
am institutions truly worthy of celebration. 

In 2004, we will begin a second century 
of marksmanship excellence that we hope 
will be even greater.

The 2003 National Matches marl<ed the Centennial of the first NatJonal Matches 
and the founding of the National Board for the Promotion of Rifle Practice, the prede· 
cessor to today's avman Marksmanship Program.

Mrs. Bull was the first woman to eam the Distinguished 
Rifleman Badge and make the President's 100. Two scenes show soldiers firing the 
Krag rifle In 1903, In Sitting and prone positions. In the background, In front of CMP 
Headquarters In the old Arcade Bulldlng, an earty mllltary team Is posing for a tradl· 
tlonal National Matches team photo.

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The National Matches 

The National Trophy Rifle and Pistol Matches are the annual U. S. national championship in service pistol and service 
rifle shooting. The National Trophy Matches were established by federal law in 1903, are still conducted under the 
statutory authority of the U. S. Code (Title 36 USC§ 40725-40727) and are now governed by the Civilian Marksman­
ship Program. Shooters from all over the U.S., civilian and military, test their skills and compete to determine the 
nation's best service pistol and rifle shooters. To fulfill the CMP's statutory responsib/1/ity to •~nstruct citizens In 
marksmanship, " the National Trophy Rifle and Pistol Matches are open to all shooters regardless of skill level. Begin­
ners compete and learn whl'le shooting side by side with champions. The tradition of the matches and their competi­
tions for prestigious national trophies celebrate marksmanship excellence and provide incentives to develop individual 
marksmanship skills, equipment and a national competition infrastructure. The CMP National Trophy Rifle and Pistol 
Matches are held in conjunction with the NRA National Rifle and Pistol Championships through a partnership between 
the two organizations. The Ohio National Guard and U. S. Army Reserves also provide vital support for the matches. 
The CMP National Trophy Rifle and Pistol Matches and the NRA National Rifle and Pistol Championships are eollec­
tively known as the NATIONAL MATCHES.

In 1903 when President Theodore 
Roosevelt proposed an organization 
to better prepare American citizens 
for the possibility of war through 
marksmanship practice, he may not 
have envisioned the Civilian Marks­
manship program that exists today, 
or the National Rifle and Pistol 
Matches as they exist today ... but 
we're sure he would have been 
"Dee-lighted!" with them both.

Trophy Unveiled in Honor of Marine Corps Scout/Sniper 
Carlos Hathcock 

Whether you are a shooter wl'lo participates in serious competition or merely erijoys it 
as a relaxing hobby, it would be difficult to beneve you have not encountered the name Carlos 
Hathcock in articles or books dfscussing great riflemen in American history.

For Jim Vose of Maine and Ken Odom of Indlana, both former Marines, the 
idea of creating a trophy to honor Carlos Hathcock, seemed like an idea that was 
long overdue.
